The attention of interested consultants is drawn to IFAD’s Anti-Money Laundering and 
Countering the Financing of Terrorism Policy and the Revised IFAD Policy on Preventing 
Fraud and Corruption its Activities and Operations.

that was, has been or might reasonably be directly or indirectly involved in any part of 
(i) the preparation of this REOI, (ii) the shortlisting or selection process for this 
procurement, or (iii) execution of the contract. The consultant has an ongoing 
obligation to disclose any situation of actual, potential or reasonably perceived conflict 
of interest during preparation of the EOI, the selection process or the contract 
execution. Failure to properly disclose any of said situations may lead to appropriate 
actions, including the disqualification of the consultant, the termination of the contract 
and any other as appropriate under the IFAD Policy on Preventing Fraud and 
Corruption in its Projects and Operations. 

A consultant will be selected in accordance with the Fixed Budget Selection (FBS) 
method set out in IFAD’ project procurement handbook that can be accessed via the 
IFAD website at www.ifad.org/project-procurement. 

The shortlisting criteria: Besides detailed shortlisting criteria as provided in the EOI 
template, a shortlisting firm must have completed at least two assignments of similar 
nature of conducting need assessment, livelihood assessment, situational analysis 
surveys or related activities during the last 10 years. Consultants may associate with 
other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their 
qualifications. 

Any request for clarification on this EOI including the PTOR should be sent via e-mail 
to the address below no later than five (5) days prior to the deadline for the submission 
of EOIs. The client will provide responses to all clarification requests accordingly within 
three (3) days of receipt of request for clarification.
